Rules & Regulations

1. Only Parents and Guests (invited by the Directors) will be considered visitors. All visitors must check in with one of the Camp Directors. Fees may apply.

2. Car keys of Campers must be given to one of the Camp Directors.

3. Anyone wishing to leave the Camp must obtain the permission of one of the Camp Directors.

4. No one is to be out of their room after Lights Out.

5. Boys MAY NOT go into the girls’ rooms and girls MAY NOT go into the boys’ rooms!!!

6. Alcohol and drugs are not permitted anywhere on the campgrounds. Anyone violating this rule will be sent home. THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS!

7. Smoking is prohibited. Cigarettes will be confiscated.

8. Damage of any kind will not be tolerated. Cost for intentional damage will be the responsibility of the person(s) involved.

9. Any young person found to be behaving in an improper manner will be sent home at the discretion of the Camp Directors.

10. Radios, CD players, i-pods, etc. are not permitted at Camp. They will be placed in the Camp safe if brought.

Note: During meals, please wear tops that cover your shoulders. This is requested by the Mennonite staff.

Right to Search Policy

We reserve the right to search the private belongings of Campers if the general welfare of the Camp demands it. These reasons include, but are not limited to: (1) if the Camper is suspected of having illegal drugs, alcohol or other contraband; (2) if the Camper is suspected of stealing; and/or (3) if the Camper is suspected of having inappropriate material.
