At the 2008 Meeting of Calvin Synod the Conference Council announced a literary competition to commemorate the 500th Anniversary of the birth of John Calvin. Members of Calvin Synod were invited to submit an essay, poem or sermon on the theme “What does it mean to be a Calvinist?” The competition rules stated that essays could be in English or Hungarian. A committee comprised of Rt. Rev. Louis Medgyesi, Mr. Lehel F. Deák and Rt. Rev. Joseph Vásárhelyi judged the entries. A number of entries were submitted  - all excellent – making judging  difficult. Judging was as follows: all of the entries were reformatted into a common format and sent to the judges without the author’s names.
